The pillars will be situated in a natural pattern - eliminating any form of 
hierarchy or specific path of entrance emphasizing equality among people.  
The interaction or activity is determined by the way the space is used. 
It can support a meeting between two people or a small group/s and up to 
a public/communal lecture/speech/debate. 

��
We are currently researching varying materials for their structural 
properties and their sustainability. For our first test we used cast cement. 
This material is preferable only because of its durability thus making it 
economical. 
We are however looking into more sustainable materials that won't affect 
the structural integrity or the lifespan of the pillars.

  –Requirements  
Location access for suppliers 
Public works permit 
Power and water supply source if possible  
A secured parameter like on construction sites while works are done from a health and 
safety aspect, maybe the council or the park maintenance can help with fencing 
Storage space for tools and materials 
The possibility of linking with local authorities to gain access to waste materials for 
recycling

Location – 
The pillars will cover an area of 10X10 meters which ideally would be a flat of grass. 
We have read that the park is a collage of cultures, due to the fact that we are not 
familiar with the local geopolitics we would respect any suggestion you might have 
for us. We believe that it would be properly represented in a neutral area that would 
be interpreted as some sort of unifying grounds offering equal access to all.
